Swedish Open Blitz Championship In Renju

It has become a tradition that Estonian players take part in Sweden’s renju tournaments. For two times Estonians have been to Sweden with a big group.

This year 26 of 60 Swedish Open Blitz Championship participators were Estonians. The whole group of Estonians consisted of 29 people and we stayed at a cosy camping in Vidablick. 


The tournament which occured in Jönköping, started on the first of February and lasted for a day. 

The competition itself was held in the cup system and the result of the first match decided whether you belong to the winners or to the loser's group. The principal for clarifying the winner was - best of five games. Each game lasted for 5 minutes. 

The thirty bests who won the first match, fought for the places 1 - 30 and those, who lost the first match competed for places 31 -  60. After the first match players were divided into five groups. Every participant had to hold a match with each member of the group. Two bests could struggle for places 1 - 10 or 31 - 40, the third and the fourth of the group could again claim to places 11 - 20 or 41 - 50 etc. 

The semi-finalists were A.Henningsson - A.Meritee; A.Soosõrv - S.Karlsson. A very exciting match was held between A.Meritee and A.Henningsson, which ended with a result 3:2. A.Soosõrv won S.Karlsson without any great difficulties and this meant that in the finals got together two Estonians.

In the finals itself A.Meritee’s prevalence was quite obvious and that relatively tensionless match ended with a result 3:1. 

A.Henningsson who got the third place (but was the first Swede), received also the title of  Swedesh Champion.        


All the people who took part in that tournament have got only the best memories of that event. The town Jönköping as well as the inhabitants there were friendly, warm and regardful. We deeply hope that in the future there will be more countries represented  than just Estonia and Sweden.        
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
