Sankt-Petersburg Open (1.08.97-5.08.97)


(The parallel tournament with WC)

	40 renju players took part at the open tournament this year. There was a quite equal tournament because of lack of women (they played their own championship) and children, from one hand, and a few superplayers only, from the other hand. As result of the player equal strength and the equal opening predominance (3D, 8D and 11D), the price of each gambling losses was very high. But also it was impossible to show a good result without gambling opening play. 


	After 6 tours there were three leaders - K.Nikonov, A.Pogosyan and N.Ponomarenko - they had got 5 points. S.Peskov, A.Veidemanis, E.Bobkov had 4,5 points, and P.Makarov, Y.Hayakawa and F.Degtyar were with 4 points. It was funny but no one of that tournament moment leaders could not be able to be one of the three best. But all of their near pursuers have received three top places. Konstantin Nikonov likewise at the last Moscow open tournament could not be the prizer after long leading. Nikonov lost the single game with Eugene Bobkov only. Albert Pogosyan had got 6 points after 7 tours and was the single leader, but lost both his last games with Stepan Peskov and Arnis Veidemanis and received 5th place only. Nikolaj Ponomarenko lost Pogosyan, Kabanov and Bobkov and received 13th place. 


	It seemed the three best to be crystal clear before last 9th tour: Peskov (6,5 points) played with Andrey Pavinich (5,5) and Veidemanis (6,5) played with Pogosyan. If Veidemanis and Pogosyan played draw, both players would be the prizers. But Arnis decided to fight for the tournament win and actually won Pogosyan. Stepan Peskov won Pavinich and won this open tournament also because his coefficient was better. Peskov was a single player that finished this tournament without losses. 


	After Veidemanis win it was understandable that Russia could receive one more extraplace for the next WCh Qualification (the open tournament three best received personal place for next Qualification). On the 3rd, 4th, and 5th last tour boards Hayakawa (5,5) and Fedorkin (5,5), Kabanov (5,5) and Nikonov (5,5), Ponomarenko (5,5) and Bobkov (5) played, respectively. It seemed one moment that Russia would be unlucky because Ponomarenko attacked very dangerously, Nikonov and Kabanov after long fight received draw position definitely, and Hayakawa had chance to win. But Japan could not receive next qualification place - Bobkov after good defense won with white and received 3rd place because of his strong coefficient, Hayakawa and Fedorkin played a lot of moves draw, Nikonov cheated Kabanov. As result, 5 Russians will play next WCh Qualification and no one Japanese players.

It's a new 7th move in this too difficult for black variant. White could not find good 8-13 answer (Kozhin&Mikhailov analysis) with equal play. After 8-8?! black receives more convenient position that the same with 6-14 move: 13-l8!, 15-l7! After 13? white has a good play.

All Moscow players keep in mind the legend match between N.Mikhailov and A.Milevsky. This friend match was not finished because of tragic death of Nikolay Mikhailov. Mikhailov won a lot of games this match with that 11th move, but a few peoples only saw the blanks of these games. Kozhin and Nosovsky guess in their new theoretical book that this 12th move is the single and it allows to keep a position. Till 14 - diagram 22.32 of the “Click of stones” - 15.i5, 16.h4 recommended. But simple and very strong 15-15 move shows that this 12th move loses. Next day (!) Meritee resigned the game with Nara directly after this 15th move in WCh final A tournament. There is no defense after 16.i4, 17.g5.

Peskov - Volkov, D8, R, 5a=23, 1:0    >>>


	This position after 8th move is played permanently last tournaments with successful results for white usually. For example white won two games at Japanese classification for WCh, one game at Moscow open, one game at WCh classification. “Click of stones” recommends variant 13-24, 14-14, 15-18, 16-17, 17-l6, 18.g10, 19-13, 20-16, 21-15 (diagram 13.4), but how to win after 22.l4, 23.n5, 24.i5 (or even 24.m5, 25.m6, 27.n7, 28.k4)? Also it is not clear how to win after 20.l7, 21.i4, 22.m7 (“Click of stones” recommendation). Peskov is known as a very strong position player and this game he did his best.
